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Findings



Demographic Overview 

ÅPopulation down 4% since 2000 (on par w/ County and neighboring         

areas)

ÅMedian HH Income = $58,000 ($10K higher than PA average!)

ÅSlightly older population (20% over 65)

ÅHighly educated populationï95% w/ H.S. Diploma or higher (US only 87%) 

and 50% w/ a Bachelorôs Degree or higher (US only 26%)

ÅExcellent School District (90% reading proficiency and 87% math proficiency) 

with high per student spending (2X state average)

ÅHigh occupancy rates in housing (98%) with strong ownership (65% own vs. 

35% rent), despite little new growth in housing stock or residency levels

ÅHousing values down 17% from 2007 to 2008 but Jenkintown zip code has 

shown highest overall median home sale values over time as compared to

surrounding zip codes
