Committee Items:
1. 2009 Borough Audit -  Cathy Seiler, CPA, from Gold Gocial Gerstein LLC has completed all work papers and 2009 financial report.  She is waiting forlegal responses from our solicitor's office to mail the management Representation Letter for my needed signature to complete the audit.  The current timetable allows filing of the report before the 3/31/10 deadline.  Ms. Seiler will present on her findings at the April full Council meeting.

 

2. Fire Tax - A Fire Tax Workshop will be held at Borough Hall on 4/21/10 at 7 pm.  Council is still waiting the state to release the last Fireman's Relief Association Audit and Solicitor's comments on Fireman's Relief Association Guidelines.

 

3. Silent Parking Attendant Workshop - It was clear that taking Visa/MC/Discover credit cards will cost less than 2 cents per transaction and would be cost effective.  Borough will not be taking AmEx as each transaction would cost 15 cents ( more than half the cost of the hourly fee ).  See attached.  Staff is moving ahead to unveil the silent attendants in the next month.

 

4. MMO - Thomas Zimmerman from Conrad Seigel has submitted his recommendations for the Borough's 2010 MMO.  In lieu of the significant 2008 investment losses, he suggests that we adopt asset smoothing (which must be done in resolution form [see attached letter and sample resolution]), with the smooth value of assets capped at 120% of market value.  Committee voted to move resolution forwards sans a % for full Council consideration.
