Committee Items:

 

1. 2011 Energy Procurement - The rate caps on energy come off January 2011.  Rates will probably raise 10 to 15%.  Since the Borough needs to navigate the best way to move forward, the administration will be interviewing brokers in the upcoming months.  The administration will also be going through an energy audit (of which PECO will pay up to $10,000 of) to see where any savings can take place.  Peter Slothe, EAC member, offered to act as a liaison for and assist the Borough in this process if needed.

 

2.  Corporate Sponsorship for Rec Brd Events Follow up is needed with solicitor to draft policy.

 

3.  Borough Fire Protection Needs and Equipment Study - Discussion ensued about Council's need to do its due diligence around the equipment needed to adequately provide fire protection to the Borough.  As the need to build a capitol fund for equipment and property maintenance from scratch must be addressed in th 2011 fire department budget, the administration has started to inquire from our fire protection insurance carrier about studying the Borough's needs.  Mr. English advise in a timely fashion.
