JCA- Ex. Dir., Linda Kligman, thanked Council for 2010 Borough allocation to JCA and reported that new members have been appointed to the Brd.  See attached written report.

Shade Tree Commission: Chair, Gary Kimber, proposes using $500 line item in 2010 budget to purchase 2 trees for the front on Borough Hall.  He explained that the limited expenditure would certainly not cover the cost of free tree program.  To be considered are flowering pear trees to be planted in April/May.  Commission will coordinate efforts with Manager English and PW Dept.  Mr. Kimber also requested outreach for new members so that commission is at full capacity.  Experience is needed and person must be willing to be trained as needed.

Environmental Action Committee: Chair Angela  Kisela asked and was granted use of the town square and half of that parking lot on Sunday, 4/25 from 1 to 4 pm for second annual "Greenfest".  She also reported that the EAC supports the idea of a Farmers Market in town square and would like Council to look into liability issues for hosting the event.  Manager English was directed to do so by next month.

 

Committee Items:
 

1. Reopening of 2010 Budget - President Goldman reported that the majority of Council did not express an interest in reopening 2010 budget to increase fire tax.  Clarification of Fireman's Relief Fund expenditures and State Auditor General's latest report needed before decisions are made in next year's budget.  See attached memo from Borough Solicitor.

 

2. Parking Lot Fees - Clarification is still needed about parking attendant fees for credit card access.  Manager English will schedule a workshop with banking and attendant sales rep. before next month so information can be presented and appropriate decisions can be made about types of payment accepted with the new system.
