 UPDATES BY BOROUGH STAFF:
1. Snow Removal and Anti-Skid/Salt material availability.

2. Application for (and installation of) No Turn On Red signage for east bound West Ave. at Walnut.

3. Application for School Zone on Walnut St.  


4. Plan for preventative maintenance of the Gazebo and care for new plantings in Parking Lot/Square/Front of Borough Hall, condition of “Dumpster on the Square”.
 

5. PaDOT approvals of signage to discourage pedestrian crossing of York Rd. at Vista, Cherry, and Homestead; while encouraging use of pedestrian crossings of York Rd. at the traffic signals at Summers Gate and at West Ave.  Can this be incidental to the new pedestrian friendly signals and/or the Street-Scape project?
6. Library parking lot drive relocation. This and other work has earned the Borough and P/W staff high praise from the Library. Placement of a second arrow on the way-finding sign just south of West Ave. on York Rd. That way we will direct traffic to the lots around the Square AND the lot at the Library 
7. Renewal, Borough-Wide, of pedestrian crossing striping, & stop bars.
8. Street Cleaning Plan and adaptation of street cleaning equipment for watering street scape trees and new plantings.
9. Meter Removal, as appropriate, from Stutz Lot.

10. Signage removal, as appropriate, from Shared Lot north of Yorkway Pl.
